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On December 8th, Sussex Springers Trampoline Club held their inaugural Grade 6 Competition at The Triangle Leisure Centre in Burgess Hill. This was the first competition the club has hosted and after much organisation it went ahead and was a great success. About 50 competitors from 5 different clubs in the region took part in the usual age groups - Under 9, 11, 13, 15 and 18 - and the relaxed atmosphere meant that everyone enjoyed themselves. 





Quite a few spectators came along to find out what this largely overlooked sport is all about and they can only have been impressed by what they saw. Grade 6 competitions are, by definition, for the less experienced and often the younger competitors, so it was pleasing to see the obvious potential of some them. 





A strong entry from Worthing-based Sussex Martletts saw them achieve some very good results, while there were several first-time entrants in the Springers team who gained valuable competitive experience. 





In the afternoon, a Synchronised Pairs competition was held, which gave an opportunity for the more experienced trampolinists to compete. Another good level of entry included Club Coach Stella Paul, who, despite being a bit "rusty", was at least brave enough to compete. 





Overall, the day went very well and Springers showed that they are more than capable of hosting a competition, something which will no doubt become a regular event.
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
