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Megan Comber, from Sussex Springers Trampoline Club, competed in last weekend's British National Championships, held at the National Indoor Arena in Birmingham. 





230 of the nation's best trampolinists took part in the championships, which are the sport's major national showpiece event of the year. This was Megan's 2nd trip to the Nationals and she was one of only 31 Trampolinists in the Under 15 age group to qualify during this season. 





It was a wonderful event, held in prestigious surroundings with all the ceremony, tension and excitement that goes with a major national sporting occasion. The Lord Mayor of Birmingham opened and closed the proceedings and the competitors were all marched on, led by flag bearers, to be introduced to the crowd. 





The preliminary rounds took place on Saturday, with the top 8 from each age group to go through to the Finals on Sunday. Megan, despite understandable nerves at being in such a huge national event, jumped superbly to finish in 6th position and earn herself a place in the finals the following day. 





On finals day, Sunday, similar ceremony was observed, with the playing of the National Anthem and all the finalists once more marched on and introduced by name to the 1000-strong crowd. 





During the competition Megan was rubbing shoulders with European Bronze Medallist and 5 times National Champion Claire Wright and Jaime Moore, who represented Great Britain at the Sydney Olympics in 2000, but once again jumped a fantastically well controlled routine to finish in 5th place in her age group. This was a wonderful result and just reward for all the hard work she has put in and dedication she has shown over the past year. 





Megan now has her sights firmly set on a return to the championships next year, with perhaps a step up to a podium finish. She will be moving up an age group into the Under 17 division next year, so will have to work even harder to maintain her progress, with one eye, perhaps, on representing Great Britain, or who knows, maybe a trip to the Olympics one day?
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
