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The National Grade 2 Trampolining season has begun for Sussex Springers and trips to Newry in Northern Ireland, Walton-on-Thames and finally Gateshead have been undertaken in the past few weeks.





The first Grade 2 event of the season took place on Sunday 4th February in Newry and Kayleigh Nisbet and Katherine Venn were accompanied by Head Coach Stella Paul on the trip over the Irish Sea to take part. This was Venn and Nisbet's first competition on the National stage and they both acquitted themselves well, Venn coming home with a 1st place trophy in the Under 15 girls and Nisbet finishing 4th in her group - Under 17 Girls, despite being rather under the weather for the week previously. A delayed flight meant a very late arrival home on Sunday evening, but satisfaction at a good job done and their first competition under their belt.





The following weekend, 11th February, the same two competitors had a rather shorter journey to Walton-on-Thames for their next competition, another Grade 2. Nisbet again finished just off the podium in 4th place, but with a much-improved performance. Venn, in 2nd place after her set routine, made a mistake in her voluntary routine, which in this most unforgiving of sports dropped her down the rankings to 44th place. 





The final trip, to Gateshead on 18th February, was for the Final of the National Schools competition and this time it was Nisbet and Oliver Boag, one of Springers' Grade 1 competitors, who made the long trip North. Nisbet finished a creditable 5th in the Under 17 Girls and Boag, despite suffering a chest infection and missing a couple of weeks training, finished 9th in the Under 15 Boys Elite group.
