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So far this year the club or some of it’s members have been involved in several competitions, including National Grade 1 and Grade 2, Regional Grade 3 to 5 and the Zonal and National Schools Competitions. We’ve had a lot of success so far and the following is a brief resume of what’s happened:





Our Grade 1 competitors, Megan Comber and Oliver Boag have enjoyed mixed fortunes so far this year. Megan, after a slow start, has now qualified for the British National Championships for the third year running, so congratulations to her. Oliver picked up an injury at the first competition of the year at Eastleigh, missed the Birmingham competition and although he jumped a good set routine in Cardiff on 21st April, under rotated a Double Back and finished on the end deck. This was effectively Oli’s first competition of the season and he has plenty of time to retain his grade 1 status or even make the Nationals, with competitions in Northern Ireland, Macclesfield and Bournemouth still to come. Megan will be concentrating on increasing her voluntary tariff for the next couple of months, competing in Bournemouth in June and then the Nationals in July.





Our Grade 2 competitors, Kayleigh Nisbet, Katherine Venn and Henry Jacobs have also enjoyed mixed fortunes and in similar ways. Kayleigh has also qualified for the Grade 2 National Finals so congratulations to her also, while Katherine has retained her grade 2 status for next season and won her first competition at Grade 2, in Northern Ireland in February. Henry, Like Oli, suffered an injury at a vital time, breaking his arm in training in December, so has had a severely interrupted pre-season. Henry competed in his first competition in Birminghamd on 16th March and having got that first one under his belt will no doubt push on from there. Both Katherine and Henry will be working hard to join Kayleigh at the grade 2 Nationals and towards the end of the year no doubt some, if not all of them will be attempting to join Megan and Oli at Grade 1.





At Grade 3, Christie Penny came within 0.3 of qualifying to grade 2 at the recent South East Regional competition, but since then has unfortunately had to undergo an Appendix operation, so this will undoubtedly set her back a bit. Our sympathies go to Christie and we hope for a swift recovery for her.
